ÅOur teaching model ensures that students have access to rigorous, high-
quality curriculum, including EL Learning and Eureka Math.

ÅStudents have the opportunity for individualized learning through online 
learning programs, such as:
ÅHappy Numbers (math), PreK & K
ÅDreambox(math), grades 1-8
ÅRAZ Kids (reading), PreK to grade 2

ÅTeachers receive ongoing professional development and coaching to 
support curriculum implementation and the use of educational 
technology tools

ÅReading Intervention: Reading intervention teachers are available for eligible 
students, in partnership with Catapult Learning.

ÅCounseling Services: We offer counseling services through our partner Elwyn and 
a Family Connections school social worker through our partner Catapult. Elwyn 
counselors and Catapult social workers support students through whole-class 
lessons, small groups and on an individual basis for immediate needs. They also 
support schoolwide initiatives.

ÅSpeech Therapy: Eligible students will continue to receive speech evaluations and 
speech therapy services.
